Now, beyond the music scene, what do 
you like most about living in Atlanta? 
Is there anything about the city that 
you find inspiring or influential in your 
creative process?

Atlanta has a super rich culture that goes 
beyond just the music scene. I love going back 
to my city and discovering new neighborhoods 
and restaurants and clubs. There’s a sense 
of creativity and drive here that I find really 
inspiring. There’s always some new and 
exciting stuff happening in Atlanta. That drive 
and creativity definitely influences my creative 
process and keeps me motivated to push 
boundaries and try new things in my music.

What do you think it is about you that 
stands out from other rappers?

 I think I’m very authentic, and I speak honestly 
about my past. I’ve always been true to what I 
believe is right, and I think my fans can sense 
my genuineness.

How does it feel 
to have such a positive response from 
both fans and critics alike?

It’s been really crazy. This album was a labor of 
love, and to see it resonate with a lot of people 
is cool. I poured my heart and soul into this, so 
to have that effort recognized and appreciated 
means everything to me. It’s very validating 
as an artist, and it only fuels my passion to 
continue creating and pushing boundaries.
Can you share with us any insights into 
your new album?

Of course, of course! This album is a reflection 
on years of growth, both as a person and as 
an artist. This is probably some of my most 
authentic and heartfelt work yet. It’s got a lot 
of different sounds to it, from beats with Metro 
Boomin to more mellow songs with J. Cole and 
Miguel. I hope that fans resonate with stories 
from my past. 

What was your inspiration for this album? 

A lot of the inspiration came from my own 
journey and the experiences I’ve encountered 
along the way. I was inspired by my family and 
friends back in Atlanta, and the experiences 
I had growing up there. I wanted to create 
something that would honor them.
